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the words of John ii. 5, in which he dwelt principally
on the obligations which the placing of a minister laid
upon a congregation. Thereafter the appointed ques­
tions having been put and answered, and the formula
signed, Mr Macleod's induction was formally pro­
ceeded with. Throughout, the proceedings were most
harmonious, and were witnessed with manifest in­
terest on the part of the congregation, a fact which,
added to that of the unanimity of the call, served to
indicate that the people were of one mind in welcoming
their new minister. We sincerely trust that both pastor
and people will be signally blessed in their newly­
assumed relationship, while we pray that the Holy
Spirit may be poured forth upon them in rich measure
to the glory of God and the salvation of immortal souls.
