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bury was 126, and in that of York 50 in favour—a total
of 176, as against 67 opposed to it. ~ The respective
votes last year were 236 and 32. It is evident that not
only in the Upper House of Convocation but in the
Lower also the opposition has increased considerably
since last year. The Bishops amended the Prayer Book
to make more clear their intentions, and in doing so they
seem to be further off from that unity which in season
and out of season has been preached from the Episcopal
bench. The Book is now to be presented to the Church
Assembly and, if passed, will run the gauntlet of
Parliament once again we trust with a similar result.
