Christ was adroit and clever as well as good and kind,
unconventional in His mode of self-defence, uncanny in
sensing an opportunity for a good story, and withal a
master of holy fiction. Which is the world’s best short
story? Some of us would answer that it is the story of
the lost boy, the climax of the trio under discussion. The
trio are fine samples from Christ’s repertory. They all
pay tribute to the deftness of His imaginative skill.”” The
words are from an article by Dr A. F. Scott Pearson, West
Kilbride, in an article entitled ‘‘The Enquiring Spirit:
Tales of the Lost.”” We make bold to say that such a
way of speaking about the Redeemer and three of His.
most wonderful parables betrays a lamentable absence of
the reverent spirit that one would like to associate with
the ministers of the Gospel.
