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were practically wiped out. It is said that 10,000 are
rendered homeless through the devastation. Gallant
and heroic efforts were made by Senegalese troops on
the work of rescue. One report describes the terror-
stricken look in the faces of the women and children
who were rescued, and adds that the men were cursing
their fate. It is a sad story, and proves again that
hardened sinners in the face of danger find it easier to
curse than to pray. Would that the words of the
prophet would be fulfilled—“For when thy judgments
are in the earth, the inhabitants will learn righteous-
ness.”’
