The Palestine Disturbances.—The Commission appointed
by the Government to inquire into the disturbances in Palestine
issued their report at the beginning of April. The following
short summary is taken from the “ Glasgow Herald ” :— The
conclusion of the commission is that the outbreak in Jerusalem
on August 23 was ¢ from the beginning an attack by Arabs on
Jews for which no excuse in the form of earlier murders by Jews
has been established” The Commission attach the highest
importance to their first recommendation—that His Majesty’s
Government should consider the advisability of issuing a clear
statement of policy, which would lay down for the guidance of
the Government of Palestine more explicit directions as to the
conduet of policy on sueh vital issues as land and immigration.”
